I really like this – tasted twice, blind at GCC and at UGC.  

Very good, rich fruits, well defined, plenty of grip, plenty of bite. This has a 

real depth, it reaches right in and grabs you. Tannins ever so slightly drying on 

the finish, but there is a lovely minty freshness, and a very powerful grip to the 

structure. A big, ambitious wine that just about pulls it off, thanks in no small 

part to its great length and hint of sweet black cherry finish. Oak very evident 

at this stage though. 93-94.  -  New Bordeaux
